PROFILING TECHNOLOGY

Any vehicle passing over a loop produces a magnetic profile
determined by the distribution of metal within the vehicle. By
examining this profile, features such as signal height, peaks
and troughs can be analysed and compared with the
signatures of known vehicles. As a result of this analysis
the vehicle type is derived.

The profile information, together with timing data, is further
processed by the control circuit to determine the class,
length and speed of the vehicle.

The classified vehicle is then recorded explicitly, if the
recorder in running in ‘Per Vehicle Mode’, or binned
according to the classification options currently selected.
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RECORDER FEATURES

Each lane of traffic being monitored by the Profiler is
performed on a separate detector card or ‘Lane Card’. The
recorder can be purchased with 1 to 4 lane cards. The
recorder comes with 128K as standard, however, large
memory options are available for the Loop Profiler allowing
very detailed studies of highways to be undertaken.

As with all C&A products the recorder is compatible with
Collect for the PC and Palm OS allowing easy set-up of
surveys and downloading of data. The recorder also
supports high speed (115,200 bps), protocol controlled
downloads.

TELEMETRY OPTIONS

The Loop Profiler is compatible with all existing telemetry
options available, including line powered modems and an
integrated GSM phone module. In addition an advanced
telemetry protocol has been implemented for faster
downloads. The Telemetry Live View in VDA-pro shows a
detailed virtual view of the site and all vehicles being
recorded by the profiler.
